W NSPOOL. PAS defines a Printerinfo structure for use with WnNT that does
not provide the installed Driver and Port information. Wen you select a
printer using the default PrinterSetupDialog it calls Setprinter which
thens retrieves the driver and port data. The bug appears in the
Tprinter.lsEqual () function which conpare the printer nane and port to
determine if the selected printer is in the current printers |ist

and if it is not it adds it to the list. This is the error in the logic
since the printer is in the printers list but the port data is not filled
in and causes the function to fail and a second entry is added to the
printers array for the updated info.

The error you are seeing is in the code for GetPrinter that searchs the
printers array and finds the first entry without the Driver and Port filled
in and then it fails to properly initialize the printer and you get a
