Macros For Word 6 and Word 7:


For inserting today's date:


		Insert Date$(Today())








For inserting the date 60 days from today:


		Insert Date$(Today() + 60 )








For Word 97


For inserting today's date:


		TodayDate = Format(Date,"mmmm d, yyyy")


		Selection.TypeText (TodayDate + " ")








For inserting the date 60 days from today:


		NewDate = DateAdd("d", 60, Date)


		NewDate = Format(NewDate, "mmmm d, yyyy")


		Selection.TypeText (NewDate + " ")
